An intriguing battle developed for second third and fourth position John and Olive sailed a superbly controlled second race coming second despite leaving the spinnaker in the chute, Dave and Gareth showed blistering pace at times and Steven Wore and Iessy Fay (1511) steadily became more consistent as the day wore on. But it was Dusty and John who sailed a perfect series of five races to with five first places to take the Inland Crown.  With conditions becoming more gusty as the day progressed we had our share of spectacular capsizes. Jo and Sue Glasspool (1546) were particularly spectacular Jo completing the exhibition by entering the icy water head first as she narrowly missed making a dry shod capsize.
